2012 CAMPING SEASON

Campsites: All campgrounds except Carracas are open year round.

Rosa is our full-service campground loop (sites 101-147).

This loop is located near the Visitor Center and contains:

* 39 campsites with individual water, sewer and electric hook-ups for $24 per night ($21
Sun night-Thurs night, except holidays, with an Aspen Leaf Pass). Four of these sites
are fully accessible.

* 8 walk-in tent sites for $16 per night ($13 Sun night-Thurs night, except holidays, with
an Aspen Leaf Pass). Two of these sites are fully accessible.

* Accessible camper services building containing flush facilities, pay showers, washers
and dryers (closed winter months).

Carracas Campground (sites 51 — 91) has electric sites. Water is available at central
locations.

This campground loop is located not far from the marina and contains:

* 40 campsites with individual electric hook-ups for $20 per night ($17 Sun night-Thur
night, except holidays, with an Aspen Leaf Pass). Four of these sites are fully
accessible.

* Accessible camper services building containing flush facilities and pay showers
(closed winter months).

Tiffany, the original campground loop (sites 1-34), has basic sites.

This campground is located near the amphitheater and contains:

* 24 non-electric RV sites for $16 per night ($13 Sun night-Thurs night, except holidays,
with an Aspen Leaf Pass). Two of these sites are fully accessible. Water is available at
central locations.

* 6 tent sites for $16 per night ($13 Sun night-Thurs night, except holidays, with an
Aspen Leaf Pass). One of these sites is fully accessible.

* An accessible camper services building containing flush facilities and pay showers
(closed winter months).

* 3 full-service, 2-bedroom cabins for $100 per night. For an extra $10 per night, you
can bring along your house pets in Cabin 28 only. Both other cabins are pet free
cabins. Cabin 31 is fully accessible.

Primitive Campsites:

Windsurf Beach

* 15 small designated RV/tent campsites with picnic tables, metal grills and tent pads for
$10 per night ($7 Sun night-Thurs night, except holidays, with an Aspen Leaf Pass).
Two of these sites are fully accessible.

* 10 small designated RV campsites with picnic tables and metal grills only

* Vault toilets (all are accessible, and one is open winter months)

Arboles Point

* 4 designated RV/tent campsites with picnic tables and metal grills for $10 per night
($7 Sun night-Thurs night, except holidays, with an Aspen Leaf Pass).

* Vault toilets (all are accessible, and one is open winter months)
